The applicants are asked to acquaint themselves with the World Masters Orienteering Championships Guidelines and the WMOC sections in the Competition Rules for IOF Foot Orienteering Events. Both documents can be found on the IOF website www.orienteering.org. 

Sanction fee 

In accordance with the Competition Rules for IOF Foot Orienteering Events, the IOF Council imposes a levy on the event. This compulsory fee shall be paid to the IOF to obtain the organising rights for the event. The fee applicable to the 2015 WMOC is 55,000 EUR + 10 EUR per participant. The fee includes full sponsorship rights. 
A shortlist of applicants will be drawn up by the IOF, and their applications will be evaluated in detail via an IOF assessment visit during the first half of 2012, during which all aspects of the application will be inspected. The shortlisted applicants will have to pay an application fee of 1,000 EUR to cover the costs of the evaluation process. This fee will cover all assessor expenses, both inside and outside the applicant’s country. A copy of the evaluation proforma for WMOC 2014 is appended to this form.
Appointment of the WMOC organiser is normally made by the IOF Council during the following WOC week.

The application must be accompanied by the following enclosures:

· Overview map showing the event centre, accommodation sites, competition areas, airports, railway station, and main roads.

· If foot, ski or MTB orienteering maps of the planned competition areas exist, the latest edition of each map.

· If the planned competition areas are not covered by any orienteering maps, the best available map of the areas together with a foot orienteering map of a similar terrain.

· As well as submitting a paper copy of the application, each applicant is requested to submit an electronic file (e.g. a PowerPoint file) which summarises the bid and which includes images showing maps and other relevant aspects of the application, e.g. host town and suggested accommodation types.
